President Ryback called the meeting of the Village Board of Trustees to order at 7:30pm.
President Ryback led the Pledge of Allegiance.

President Ryback introduced the Honorable Victoria Rossetti, Chief Judge of the
Nineteenth Circuit Court. She administered the Oath of Office to Clerk Evelyn Hoselton
and President Glenn Ryback, both of whom are serving second terms in their respective
offices.

President Ryback then introduced Judge Jay Ukena, a Wadsworth resident and presiding
judge of the Family Law division. He administered the Oath of Office to Trustee R. Ken
Harvey, who is serving a second term and newly elected Trustees Robert Hayden and
James Zegar.

Ryback made a brief statement, thanking Rossetti, a grade school friend, and Ukena for
their assistance. He spoke about challenges faced by many communities, including
Wadsworth and welcomed the new Trustees.
